In celebration of the Newark Museum Centennial, a 
special promotional ticket, Centennial Commemorative 
“Flash Pass” is now available for $10, effective now 
through December 31, 2009.   The Centennial 
Commemorative “Flash Pass” includes transportation and 
admission to the Newark Museum, located at 49 
Washington Street. 
 
To purchase the $10 Centennial Commemorative “Flash 
Pass”, customers can visit the Newark Museum gift store 
or call 973.596.6546. 
 
The Centennial Commemorative “Flash Pass” is accepted 
on Bus, Rail, and the Newark Light Rail as follows: 
 
The “Flash Pass” contains 2 Newark Light Rail tickets 
and 2 tickets valid for one trip each on Bus or Rail. The 
Light Rail tickets must be validated before use. 
 
The middle portion of the “Flash Pass” is valid for a       
one-time admission to the Museum. Arrow points to the 
Museum’s admission portion. 
 
The Bus tickets accepted on Bus will be punch-cancelled, 
collected and registered as XTKT. Passengers requesting 
a Transfer or Continuing Trip Ticket, where authorized, 
will be issued one from the farebox at no additional 
charge. 
 
On Rail, Traincrew will punch-cancel and collect these 
tickets except if the passenger is junctioning, in which 
case the Conductor will punch and return the ticket for 
the passenger’s use on the connecting train.  Conductors 
accepting this ticket on the last leg of the passenger’s trip 
will collect it. 
 
These tickets WILL be accepted for one passage through 
the Secaucus Fare Gates; they WILL NOT be accepted 
for passage through the Newark Airport Fare Gates.
